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DE-DC-MD Federal Relations Committee Report
July 29, 2008
The 2008-2009 Federal Relations Committee had its first meeting on 7/13/08.  We reviewed amended, and prioritized the goals for the year.  

A main priority we discussed and added for the year is to coordinate with and support EASFAA’s FRC for an event at EASFAA in May 2009.  We feel this is especially important since EASFAA in DC next year.  To that end, we reached out to EASFAA to extend our support.  And Tri-State FRC member Rich Heath has joined EASFAA’s FRC to serve on both committees and coordinate between the two.
We also began planning a Mix’n Mingle with Congressional Staffers.  We intend on hosting the event in the fall, at a location to be announced in DC to allow easy accessibility to the congressional staffers for this event.  Our goal is to allow the opportunity for Tri-State members and the staffers to have dialogue with each other to express our concerns and voice our ideas in an environment that is less formal and time constricted than a 15 minute visit in a staffer’s office.  We’ll be contacting the 3 state Presidents to ask them to work with us on this.

We’re in the process of updating the contact list of our current Congress men/women and Senators on the Tri-State Website and including fax numbers and email addresses.  
We have compiled a list of the national Advisory Committee on Student Financial Assistance.  This list is complete with name, title, appointment date, and brief bio.  We will make this list available to the membership.

We’re continuing with our other goals and objectives as outlined.   A Tri-State email went out on 7/8/08 to inform the membership of the final rules and amendment to rule on the TEACH Grant, and the Loan Issues NPRM that was published with a due date of 8/15/08.
