Call to Order by Cipolla at 10:04 a.m.

Chair Report – Cipolla:  Cipolla welcomed everyone and thanked them for taking time during the busy start of school year to attend meeting.  She recently attended the EASFAA Council meeting on June 29.  She states that Mr. Brown has good ideas and asked us to all participate in the October 20th “Financial Aid Day.”  He wants to make this an annual event – the third Thursday in October is designated.  The event is nothing fancy – just a financial aid awareness idea.  He also wants to have an interested FWS student to attend EASFAA Conference in 2011 in Philadelphia, PA.  State would pay for FWS student to attend the conference.  This would be set up as a financial aid mentoring event for a student who expresses interest in working in financial aid, with all schools to send a student for 1 day.  Only cost would be cost of food for 1 day.  2012 Conference will be in Baltimore, MD.  Could be like a career expo day.  Cipolla asked if we would want to do this for our local conference.  Discussion; no decision.

She stated that EASFAA will be sending a notice to its membership about voting on moving to an institutional membership vs. an individual membership.  Institutional membership cost will be set at $100 for the 2011-2012 year with 1 vote per school.

EASFAA site selection for 2013 is in process and they are looking to add Delaware and Puerto Rico back into the available sites.

Catholic Law School cannot host our February Executive Board Meeting.  Barb Miller has offered Stevenson.  Cipolla will confirm this information shortly.

There is concern that Executive Board members are not receiving the emails through the DE-DC-MD Listserv.  Cipolla will send a listserv message and follow up with a personal email.  Please confirm to her whether or not you received the emails.

Cipolla reminded everyone to post committee reports to the website after this meeting.

Chair Elect/Finance Report – Hovatter:	Nothing new to report.  Hovatter is working on the retreat information for next year.  She is looking at 3 places around the Hagerstown/Frederick area.

She is working with Carol at Dover Downs for a special session on “Learning to Play,” geared toward teaching people the rules of gambling.

Delaware President – Iocono:  Absent/no report posted.

District of Columbia President – Farnham:  Report posted to website.  Farnham reported D.C. held a social event the previous week and 6 persons attended.  She attended the EASFAA Council retreat.  She is working on something special for the “Financial Aid Day” in October.

Maryland President – Shoemaker:  Shoemaker has scheduled a social event on November 20.  It is a bus trip to New York City with an open agenda. Long Range Planning – Smith:  P. Smith reported she is working with Lynn to determine the past work this committee has started/completed.  She is working with Cipolla on information about institutional membership and where to go with that information from this point.  She is interested in determining the future of the Association since the crisis has past.

Newsletter – Miles:  Report posted to website.  Miles reported the summer newsletter is out and the fall submission dates will be posted soon.  She has added an Ad-Hoc member to this committee.
