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Chair Report

Since our last meeting in August via conference call, it’s been full steam ahead for all of our committees.  Please view their reports online.  

I attended the EASFAA Executive Council meeting October 1-3 in Connecticut.  The highlights from that are:

· 2012 Conference scheduled in Baltimore

· Needed to reduce the room block by 50%

· Hotel suggested moving to another date in 2010, but the dates suggested were not agreed to by the council.

· Decision to move Baltimore to 2013 and find another site for 2012

· I gave them the information requested for Dover Downs to explore the feasibility of putting Delaware back in the rotation

· Major drawback – no airport in close proximity.  Philadelphia was the closest and is approximately an hour away.

· Institutional membership coming to vote soon.  They will develop an FAQ for transition if it passes.

· NASFAA fall training

· EASFAA was with out training chairs in October; did not say one way or another if they wanted the states to work with them

· We will offer training on our own and I am working with Dawn and Heather (PD&T) to get it scheduled.

· Certification of FAA

· NASFAA is split down the middle; it’s still on the table, but not at the forefront

· EASFAA sees this as a way to increase training income by offering trainings that works towards the certification

· Financial Aid day 2010 was October 21st.  

I also attended the Neophyte Workshop and had time to sit down with the newest members of our association.  It was a small group, but they were very engaging.  A few expressed interest in volunteering and I’ve passed those names onto the committee chairs.
We continue to be overwhelmed and understaffed in our offices.  The commitment of all of the committee chairs and the volunteers is truly appreciated.  The more volunteers we can recruit, the easier it will be to support the association on an individual level.
