Executive Board End of Year Committee Report

PD&T has successfully held three workshops for 2010/11.

The Neophyte Workshop was held in Rehoboth Beach, DE from October 10- 15, 2010.

Attendance maintained the same as last year.  We had a total of 28 participants (stats show 27 because we had 1 person attend for one day only).

Again, we had a great group this year. They were very involved in the sessions and planned activities and they had lots of good questions.

This year we did offer single occupancy rooms and several (7) participants took advantage of this option. The single room rate was $245 above the regular $575 member rate.

Workshop Costs: $17, 772.33

The Diversity and Leadership Workshop (Winter Workshop) was held at Anne Arundel Community College on December 27, 2010.

We had a total of 17 participants. It was a small group of attendees but the session was very informative regarding dealing with diverse student populations and how to handle sticky situations in the workplace.

There were 39 participants.
